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With all of our challenges in the present and concerns 
about the future, why should Catholics care about the 

past?  In this presentation, Dr. Gregory will explore the 
reasons why an awareness of history is important for the 
informed faith of educated Catholics, including: (1) the 

inescapability of Christianity as a religion rooted in 
time, (2) the ways in which history can serve as a 

handmaid to theology, and (3) the dual reality of the 
Christian past as both inspiration and scandal.
