NEW PRIEST ORDAINED FOR THE

DIOCESE OF ORANGE

Last Saturday Bishop Tod D. Brown

ordained Father Kiet Ta to the dioce-
san priesthood in a highly symbolic ceremony which
took place at Holy Family Cathedral.

This newly ordained Vietnamese-American priest
reflects the changing face of the priesthood in the
U.S. as Asian-Americans are attending seminaries in
increasing numbers at the same time that fewer Anglo
-American Catholics are expressing interest in the
priesthood. Nationally, Asians make up just one per-
cent of the Catholic Church within the U.S., but they
account for 12 percent of all Catholic seminary stu-
dents. Father Ta joins a group of nearly 50 Vietham-
ese-American priests currently serving our more than
one million Catholics here in the diocese.
