PARISH PAY 
At the request of many parishioners, we suggest 

that you consider using a convenient new and easier 
way to support the Church...Automated Giving. 
What is Automated Giving? 

An alternative means of support for Our Lady of 
Mount Carmel instead of using Offertory envelopes.  
In lieu of weekly collections, the PARISH PAY pro-
gram will collect monthly contributions from your 
checking, savings, or credit card account.  There is 
NO COST to you to participate in the program. 
WHAT ARE THE BENEFITS TO ME? 
1. PARISH PAY allows you to plan your giving in the 

same way you budget your other financial commit-
ments. 

2. You no longer have to be concerned about mak-
ing up missed offertory donations when you are 
out of town, on vacation, or ill. 

3. You can easily adjust the amount of your Auto-
mated Giving (up or down) by calling PARISH 
PAY at (866) 727-4741. 

HOW DOES IT RELATE TO THE USE OF 
WEEKLY ENVELOPES? 

If you choose to participate in the Automated 
Giving program, this will replace your weekly enve-
lopes and writing checks. 
WHAT ABOUT SPECIAL COLLECTIONS? 

You can specify your giving level for Special Col-
lections (Christmas, Easter, Holy Days) when you 
join the Automated Giving Program. 
HOW DO I ENROLL? 

Call the parish office at (949) 673-3775 for a form 
to complete or call PARISH PAY at (866) 727-4741. 

You will also soon be able to go to our Parish 
website at www.olmc.net to sign up.
