PRAYER BLESSING FOR 
THE CHRISTMAS TREE

You can have members of 
your family or group take turns making up blessings, 
or you can all use this one:   

Lord our God, we praise you for the light of 
creation: the sun, the moon, and the stars of the 
night.  We praise you for the light of Israel: the 
Law, the prophets, and the wisdom of the Scrip-
tures.  We praise you for Jesus Christ, your Son: 
He is Emmanuel, God-with-us, the Prince of 
Peace, who fills us with the wonder of your love.   

Lord God, let your blessing come upon us as 
we illumine this tree.  May the light and cheer it 
gives us be a sign of the joy that fills our hearts.  
May all who delight in this tree come to the knowl-
edge and joy of salvation.  We ask this through 
Christ our Lord.  All: Amen.
